When we presented the 2005 special edition of European Weightlifter concerning the 8 hundredÐyear-

old European Weightlifting Federations, we also announced the publication of a special 2006 edition

as a catalogue of the art competition organised by EWF in cooperation with the 3rd Triennial of

the Republic of San Marino, to celebrate the hundredth anniversary of the International

Weightlifting Federation. We have kept our promise, being very satisfied with the good results

of the competition Weightlifting between Myth and History, organised by our history and

art expert, Architect Livio Toschi.

As 2006 marks ToschiÕs ten yearsÕ fruitful cooperation with EWF, we have also decided

to pay well-deserved tribute to him by mentioning the other events he ideated and

organised between 1999 and 2002, some of which under the sponsorship of EWF

and with the cooperation of the General Secretary, Marino Ercolani Casadei.

However, EWFÕs attention to art and history is not limited to this. Toschi is

preparing the second volume of the series The Myth of Strength and, as usual,

it is beyond doubt that the result will be extraordinary.

Exhibitions, competitions and books have integrated the cultural and divulging

work that EWF performs almost every day thanks to the publication of the

beautiful review European Weightlifter, posters, calendars, postcards, etc.,

apart from the wonderful medal struck to celebrate the 30th anniversary of

our FederationÕs foundation.

Two recent initiatives, to which Toschi has given his valuable contribution,

are also very important: the institution of a Golden Register to list the

personalities awarded Certificates of Merit; the coinage of the Medal of Honour,

exalting Ð to quote the great Latin poet Horace Ð the use of oneÕs best energy

to deserve eternal remembrance.

Once more, we would like to thank Architect Toschi for what he has done up to

now and what he will certainly do in the future in favour of EWF, by inviting our

readers to appreciate in these pages the numerous artworks Ð many of which inspired

by weightlifting Ð created by able artists thanks to ToschiÕs initiative.
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Introduction
by Waldemar Baszanowski and Marino Ercolani Casadei
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in Egypt and became so indissoluble in Greece that competitions and gymnastic exercises were
one of the favourite themes among artists. The study of the harmonious bodies of the athletes,
who were often worshipped as gods, led Polyclitus to elaborate his ÒstandardÓ, which was given
substance thanks to the statue Doryphorus and a treatise, which unfortunately has been lost.
While Myron, in his Discobolus, was able to catch the magical instant when the movement seems
to be stopped before exploding in all its energy, Lysippus conquered the space thanks to
ApoxyomenosÕs ample and hieratic gestures. Although these three masters were incomparable,
inspiration remained high, passing from the gentle features of the Pancratiasts and Young
Wrestlers to The Pugilist, veraciously mangled.
The oldest description, detailed and vibrant, of athletic games was made by none other than
Homer: the funeral combats proclaimed by Achilles to honour his friend Patroclus, killed by
Hector. Those verses made a deep impression on Friedrich Schiller, who claimed: ÇAnyone who
was able to read book XXIII of the Iliad did not live in vainÈ. In the OdysseyÕs book VIII, Homer
also described the games organised by Alcinous, king of the Phaeacians, in honour of Ulysses,
sport competitions which were intertwined with music, dance and poetic inspiration from the
blind Òimmortal bardÓ Demodocus.
The most significant example of the combination between Art and Sport in ancient times was
represented by the competitions in Olympia. During the Games, the Peloponnesian sacred city
was not only the most important sport centre, but also an artistic, cultural and political centre
of great significance, even able to guarantee a truce in the country. In his MŽmoires olympiques,
De Coubertin remarked that: ÇFor sure, it was not by chance that, in the past, writers and artists
gathered together in Olympia around the ancient sports, and the prestige the Games enjoyed
for so long was due to this incomparable unionÈ.

Then the flame became weaker and weaker, until it died out completely. Dark centuries came
for art and sport, until the Renaissance discovered again the beauty of the human body and
valorised it especially by using mythological quotations (very frequent, for example, the quotation
of Hercules and Antheus wrestling).
Towards the end of the nineteenth century, when old sports came into favour again and new
sports started, Heinrich SchliemannÕs (in Troy, Mycenae and Tiryns) and Ernst CurtiusÕs (in
Olympia) archaeological findings encouraged great interest for the Greek civilisation, which then
developed into an event of great significance: the resurrection of the Olympics after 15 centuries
thanks to Pierre de Coubertin. The first Games of modern times were held successfully in Athens

Tin 1896, but the baron aimed even higher, by pursuing the union of Sport and Art, in other words

Çle mariage des muscles et de lÕespritÈ.
From the 23rd to the 25th May 1906 De Coubertin called to Paris, in the foyer of the ComŽdie
Fran•aise, a ConfŽrence consultative des Arts, des Lettres et des Sports Çto study to what extent
and in what form Art and Letters may help celebrate of the modern Olympics and, in general,
approach to Sport practices to ennoble and benefit from themÈ. The conference was concluded
by proposing to the IOC the institution of five art competitions for new works of art inspired by
the sport ideal. The competitions, concerning Architecture, Sculpture, Painting, Literature and
Music (the so called ÇPentathlon of the MusesÈ), were coupled to the Olympics from 1912 to 1948.

Although the Art Olympics were abolished, several great artists have continued to draw inspiration
from sport with excellent results. Even ÒsportÓ art competitions and exhibitions about the history
of sport or particular disciplines have not been lacking on the occasions of great events such as
the Olympics, World and European Championships, Grand Prix, etc.
Among the numerous initiatives in the Italian area, I would like to mention seven, which I coordinated,
and in particular the Art and Sport Triennials, promoted by the Republic of San Marino: the first
one inaugurated on March 27th 1999 at the Multieventi Sport Domus in Serravalle, the second one
inaugurated on October 19th 2002 in the Old Monastery of Santa Chiara in Contrada Omerelli.
In 1999, the Italian Wrestling Weightlifting Judo Karate Federation (FILPJK) announced a
competition for works of art concerning sport subjects whose topics should be wrestling in all
its forms. Artists were given leave to draw inspiration from history and mythology, even by
offering symbolic interpretations. In 2000, a competition called The Myth of Strength was organised
by the European Weightlifting Federation. These two successful events were made possible thanks
to the passion of three enlightened sportsmen: Matteo Pellicone, President of FILPJK, Waldemar
Baszanowski and Marino Ercolani Casadei, respectively President and General Secretary of EWF.
In November 2000, within the Roman events for the Jubilee, the Ministry of Cultural Heritage
and Activities, in cooperation with the CONI Sport School, Councillorships for Sport of Municipality
and Province, etc., organised at the Dioscuri Complex (directed by the artist Silvio Amelio) the
exhibition Art Culture Sport.
Among the events promoted by Italian Judo Wrestling and Martial Arts Federation to celebrate
the hundredth anniversary of the foundation, an exhibition of works inspired by wrestling sports
- CentenArte - was inaugurated on April 26th 2002 at the Olympic Centre in Ostia with the
intervention of the CONI President Gianni Petrucci. This event was sponsored by the CONI Sport
School and the Lausanne Olympic Museum.
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In 2002 the European Weightlifting Federation arranged a competition for the draft of a stamp
about weightlifting. These works, exhibited on the occasion of the 2nd RSM Triennial, were
examined by a committee including Professors Alfredo Romagnoli and Luigi Tallarico, Ottaviano
Rossi, director of the Philatelic and Numismatic Independent Government Enterprise of the RSM,
as well as Maurizio Bruni, director of the CONI National Sport Library.

The European Weightlifting Federation and the Art and Sport Triennial of the Republic of San
Marino, on the occasion of the hundredth anniversary of the foundation of the International
Weightlifting Federation (1905-2005) organised an art competition with the following topic:
Weightlifting between Myth and History.
Weightlifting is an ancient sport, whose origin has melted into the enchanted glow of myth, from
which the powerful figures of Atlas and Hercules, of gods and heroes, of giants and Cyclops
emerge. In addition, artists could draw inspiration from modern champions, who, from the middle
of the nineteenth century to the present day - thanks to an increasingly refined technique - have
been lifting heavier and heavier weights and surpassed limits which were thought to be unreachable.
A special committee selected the numerous works sent in by June 30th 2005, and choose fifteen
of them, which were exhibited on the EWF website for four months to be voted for by the public.
The committee response and the votes posted on the web were taken into account to draw up
the final results.
The winning work was reproduced on the well-wishing card sent by EWF at the end of last year.
Apart from a cash prize, the artist will be given a diploma and a medal, both awarded to the first
ten artists short-listed according to the regulations. The remaining selected artists will be awarded
diplomas.

For all the events mentioned in this publication, Prof. Alfredo Romagnoli chaired juries and
committees. There are no words to praise his competence and his helpfulness. I would also like
to thank the other members of the juries and committees, who carried out optimally a delicate
task and made it possible to realise these initiatives, as well as the people who exhibited - out
of competition - their works or collections.
Of course, I would like to thank the artists, some already famous, others still beginners, who
participated with great enthusiasm in the various events. I am very proud that I won their trust,
their friendship: those were a wonderful prize for my commitment.
Many thanks to my friends of the Cultural Club Luigi Pianciani, which I founded exactly 20 years
ago and which I still direct. The Club collaborated in all the initiatives and, in particular, in
organising the Triennials, whose gratifying success is mostly due to my dear friend Marino
Ercolani Casadei.
It is difficult for me to say how grateful I am to EWF, in particular to its President Baszanowski,
who, with this publication, has done me a very great honour. I can only say that I will always
try to be worthy of his high esteem, by collaborating with increasing passion in the weightlifting
success.

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He studied in Rome at the Religious Art School, Art Secondary School and Academy of Fine Arts; then
he attended the School of Medal Art at the State Mint and the Faculty of Architecture.
He taught Art in junior secondary schools, Drawing and History of Art in senior secondary schools and
History of Art in Qualifying Course for Teachers of Art in 1975-76.
In 1954 he wrote Impariamo a disegnare (Learning to draw), a textbook for secondary schools and
technical schools; in 1960 he wrote Impariamo a vedere (Learning to see), textbook for Art in secondary
schools.
In the same period he contributed to the Corriere Mercantile in Genova with art criticism articles as well
as to the review Figura.
In 1959, on behalf of the Ministry of Education he organised, at the Academy of Fine Arts in Venice, a
refresher course for Teachers of Art.
In 1970-71, once more on behalf of the Ministry of Education, he  held a series of TV lectures on Art and
History of Art.

Member of various juries in important competitions, since 1999 he has chaired selecting committees in
several art events on sport, such as the Triennials of the Republic of San Marino.
As a successful painter, he has exhibited his works in the most important national shows, as well as in
several one-man exhibitions in Italy and abroad.
In addition to the wide recognition to his art, he is also Commendatore of the Italian Republic and  Knight
of the  Republic of San Marino.

A few months ago, the EWF General Secretary,

Marino Ercolani Casadei, expressed

his wish to create a special

Medal of Honour to be

handed out to well-

deserving people from

i n t e r n a t i o n a l

Weightlifting together

with the Certificate

of Merit. He would

like the evolution of

weightlifting across

times to be shown

synthetically on the

medal obverse.

Since the circular space

available was limited to a

diameter of 60 mm, the Architect

Livio Toschi decided to give substance

to CasadeiÕs idea by placing three athletes along

an imaginary line: an ancient jumper holding

tightly his halteres (stone or metal

dumbbells also used for body

s t r e n g t h e n i n g ) ,  a

nineteenth-century Òside-

bentÓ weightlifter lifting

a dumbbell with big

spheres, a modern

weightlifter in lunge

position on the verge

of lifting a barbell

wi th changeable

plates. The sense of

riding across times can

be also perceived tanks

to the athlete clothes, the

first of whom is naked (gymnos

in Greek) according to

the Hellenic habit. The

figure is taken from a

cup (kylix) with red pictures dating back to the

6th century b.C.

That representation became a

wonderful medal thanks to

the artist Silvia Girlanda

(also author of the

medals for the EWF

30th anniversary and

the  IWF  100 t h

anniversary), who

modelled the figure

with fine sensitivity

while lending high

precision to details.

For the medal reverse,

n e x t  t o  t h e  E W F

inscriptions and symbols,

Toschi chose a beautiful sentence

by the Latin poet Quintus Horace Flaccus

(1st century b.C.), author Ð among other tings Ð

of the very famous Carmen saeculare. The

line is taken from the 6th book of

the Odes: ÇDignum laude

virum Musa vetat moriÈ

(which means: ÇThe

Muse does not allow

the praise-deserving

man to dieÈ). The

line is appropriate to

the aim of EWF when

awarding this high

recognition.

The medal, bronze

struck by the Bertozzi

company in Parma, is a

further tangible sign of the

EWF unceasing activity to

reassess the old and

profound relationship

between Art and Sport.
